3. Active learning creating their own Calligramm with the help of examples by PowerPoint

	Activities 
	1. Introduction (5 min): Students will think about the question: 
What kind of poems do you know? Do you know names of any poets? 

Have you ever written a poem by yourself?

2. Short video (5 min): Students will get information of the topic by listening to the video on YouTube about Calligramm and Guillaume Apollinaire

3. Short instruction (5 min) students listen to the teacher and watching the PP.
4. Individual work (5 min) Students get papier and think about the proposed 3 subjects amongst they can choose: sport/hobby/animal
5. Work in progress (30 min) Teacher will ask the students to create their own Calligramm: favorite animal of favorite sport/hobby
Conclusions (5 min) Teacher asks each students how they experienced working with words and Calligramm
6. Evaluation (15 min) Students will give a note to each other and the teacher will give a note to all students.
